Northern area walks. 
Mt Zero (2.8 klms return) starting at the Mt Zero car park for wonderful panoramic views. 
Hollow Mountain {2.2 klms return) starting from the Hollow Mountain car park for cavernous wild sculpture rocks. 
Gulgurn Manja Shelter (1 klm return) starting at the Hollow Mountain car park for Aboriginal rock art. 
Mt Stapylton (4.6 klms return) starting at the Mt Zero picnic area passing over Flat Rock, through the Amphitheatre, under 
Taipan Wall, up past Eagle Rock to signed Mt. Staplyton peak lookout, currently open. Possible loop to Mt Staplyton campground 
Ngamadjidj Shelter {300 m return) starting at the Mt Stapylton campground for Aboriginal rock art. 

MacKenzie Falls and River Walks 
Mackenzie Falls (2 kms return) is either wheelchair friendly lookout walk, or a steep walk with steps to the base of the falls. 
Extra gorge walk to Fish Falls 5km return top of MacKenzie falls. 
MacKenzie Falls Car Park to Zumsteins through River Gorge and past Fish Falls one way 5.5km or 11km return. One way needs 
car at either end or drop off. 
MacKenzie River Bun-nah Trail signed walking and bicycling trail following the MacKenzie River along the first 10km on the 
historic pioneer road from Wartook to Zumsteins. Track accessed from Rosebrook (Dad and Dave Weir) or Zumsteins. 
Zumsteins to Fish Falls along MacKenzie River 6km return. 
Zumsteins, past Fish Falls through gorge to base of MacKenzie Falls and return 9km. 
Zumsteins historic cottages walk 1km circle route. 
Zumsteins Picnic Area and BBQ's 

Other walks 
Beehive Falls (2.8 klms return) starting from the roadside following the small creek. Beehives up behind Falls. 
Briggs Bluff Steep climb up behind Beehive Falls. 
Mt Difficult Steep long demanding route 500 metres ascent. 
Reeds Lookout (1 klm return) starting from the Reeds lookout car park to the Balconies (former Jaws of Death).
